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WCNY-FM INCREASES CLASSICAL 
MUSIC PROGRAMMING

Syracuse, N.Y. – WCNY-FM is Central New York’s classical music station.  In an effort to better serve their listeners, as of December 29, WCNY will be increasing the amount of classical music they broadcast.  

“The thousands of radio and Internet-streaming listeners literally around the world have spoken with a consistent and single voice and we have listened,” said Robert J. Daino, President and Chief Executive Officer of WCNY-TV/FM.  “We are excited to announce that WCNY will be providing classical music 24 hours a day, Monday through Saturday.  Remember, there are now fewer than 3 dozen full-time classical music stations around the country, so we are strongly re-affirming our commitment to classical music here in Central New York.”

The following are changes to the WCNY-FM program schedule.  As of December 29, WCNY-FM listeners can tune in at 7 p.m. to hear the new weekday educational program, “Exploring Music with Bill McGlaughlin,” a radio program that explores a variety of classical music topics. Each weekly, five-program series builds off a single theme pertinent to classical music, ranging from composer biographies to explorations of various cultures, musical styles and time periods.  In addition, by adding the Chicago Symphony on Fridays, WCNY will now offer a concert broadcast each weeknight at 8pm. This will provide a seamless flow of classical music for listeners throughout the day.  Three programs have been relocated to Sundays: “Footlight Parade” (3 p.m.), “Classic Sinatra” (4 p.m.) and “The Sounds of Jazz” with the beloved host Leo Rayhill (5 p.m.).  

“We at WCNY hope an extra earful of Mozart and Beethoven will sound like music to our listeners’ ears,” said Daino.
 
WCNY is a private, tax-exempt, nonprofit organization, and member-supported affiliate of the Public Broadcasting System (PBS) founded in 1965. We serve a 19-county viewing and listening area, reaching more than 1.8 million households via on-air, radio and online content. 

WCNY broadcasts television programming on Channel 24 in Syracuse, WCNY2, and digital channels: WCNY ThinkBright/CREATE – 24.2, WCNY Cinema 24 – 24.3, and WCNY-HD – 24.4. All channels are carried by 33 cable carriers including Time Warner. WCNY is also the only station in our broadcast area that offers true HD 24-hours a day.

WCNY-FM, the only classical music station in Central New York, is broadcast on WCNY-FM, 91.3 in Syracuse, WJNY-FM, 90.9 in Watertown, WUNY-FM, 89.5 in Utica, and is broadcast over the World Wide Web at www.wcny.org. Our visually impaired audience can access “Read-Out,” a radio reading service. 

WCNY offers educational videos online. We also produce original programming that inspires, educates, and entertains, and offer award-winning video production and media consulting services to the public.
